 ST THERESA’SPARISH WORKING DAY – Saturday May 16th 2026 at 9.30pm    Here is 

a list of jobs that have been identified as needing doing. Please read through it and if 

you can help please write your name opposite the task. More than one person can do 

the same job. The list and more details are on the table in the Church porch. Thank 

you very much for volunteering. We should be finished by lunchtime. Tea/coffee and 

biscuits will be provided. The last working day was last year so there isn’t a great deal 

to do. I know we are all getting older but none of the tasks are too challenging and 

you can always sit down for a rest. Have a look at the photographs on the board in 

the porch.  (1) Touch up the cream paintwork in the kitchen and hall. (2) Touch up the 

green paintwork in the hall.
